WHAT IS WASHINGTON DECA?
Washington DECA is the 5th largest DECA association in the world with more than 10,000 student members. By giving students hands-on experiences in the fields of marketing, business, and entrepreneurship, DECA enhances the classroom experience by providing conferences and competitions that mold high school students into leaders. DECA classroom activities are exciting because they go far beyond textbook learning. Student members participate in operating their school stores, working in teams on various projects, and getting involved in community service activities where they make important contributions to their communities. 
 
HOW CAN I GET INVOLVED?
We need experts from the community and business world to evaluate our students’ business knowledge. In DECA, we call these business and community volunteers, “judges.” Judging simply requires a background in business and an interest in helping high school students find their future career pathway. DECA’s 42 competitive events allow students to demonstrate their learning in the areas of business, marketing, entrepreneurship, and management. Judges will evaluate students on their written projects, and/or presentations of solutions to real-world business situations covering a variety of industries. Each judge is partnered with another judge to evaluate the students. The time commitment is a half or a full day.

WHAT ARE THE JUDGING OPTIONS?
Option #1: Written Event Judging: On Friday, January 27, 2012, we need 100 judges to read and evaluate student-written business plans, market research, and chapter projects. These are 30-page projects that showcase the knowledge of DECA members. On Friday, March 9, 2012, you will return to hear these same students present their written business plans and projects. The written and presentation scores are combined to determine which students will compete at the international level. 


Option #2: Role Play and Presentation Judging: On Friday, March 9, 2012, we need more than 600 business and community volunteers to judge students in multiple areas of competition. Judges will evaluate students on their presentation of solutions to real-world business situations covering a variety of industries. This half- to full-day commitment will allow you to experience some of the brightest teen minds and their understanding of business. Each judge will be partnered with another judge to evaluate each role play or presentation. The top students will move on to compete at the international level.
